B.  Enrichment (2 periods per week)

guidance; including Oxbridge preparation, a personal development programme for students (with PHRSE, Study Skills & Wellbeing sessions) and 
conference days for the whole year group to support these activities. The Head Master’s Lectures usually take place during this time but may occur at 
other points in the week due to the availability of the speakers – many being high profile national figures.

The Wednesday games and activities programme consists of a number of options some of which do not involve physical activity i.e. Community 
Service.

• the destinations of our leavers at Year 13. 
• the students’ emotional, social and spiritual development, as they progress through the 

school and the ways in which the school engages with them with in these areas, so they 
become self-confident members of an increasingly complex society both in modern Britain 
and the world. 

• the range and variety of extra-curricular and enrichment activities and students’ participation 
in them.
